Almost Gone! That is the 

state of Foreclosures. Accord-

ing to RealtyTrac  the US fore-

closure rate is the lowest it 

has been since 2007.  

Foreclosures were in full de-

lay mode in 2011. Banks are 

inefficient in dealing with the 

foreclosure process. Home-

owners facing foreclo-

sure are able to stay in 

their homes for 348 days 

on average  and  New 

Yorkers got to stay in the 

home for 1019 days be-

fore they had to leave. 

In Lake Havasu inventory 

is down to around 54 at 

any given time.  

We still have some and we 

are still selling them fast so 

hurry out 

here and find 

yours while 

we still have 

inventory.  

 



Vacant Land is down in sale 

price 7% over 2010 and at the 

end of the year we had 785 

lots for sale or 18 months of 

inventory. We sold less  land 

over the previous year by 10% 

BUT building is coming back.  

We picked up speed at year 

end. Our land buyers are seek-

ing the bargains to make the 

numbers work for them in 

building a new homes VS just 

buying current home inventory.  

 

Commercial Property Sales 

have not picked up yet and this 

category is slow.  

 

Multi-Family is another cate-

gory where there are a lot of 

bargains right now. Prices are 

down 13% and sales are down 

32%. With ASU coming to Ha-

vasu this is a category to 

watch.  
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2011 HAVASU FINAL REPORT 

I was Another Great Year for 

Sales in Havasu!  

 

Single Family Home sales were 

strong and we ended the year 

5.4% down in sale price over the 

year before.  

The number of sales ended high 

in December. It seems that our 

buyers realize that the market is 

beginning to stabilize and econ-

omy is improving.   

The list to sell ratio ended at 

95.5% as Havasu continues to 

price homes to sell them rather 

than negotiate back and forth a 

lot.   

We are selling homes faster now 

and the average Days on the 

Market was only 119.  

56% of our buyers pay cash 

which is higher than the national 

average.  

 We picked up speed at the end 

of the year in the number of 

sales but buyers bargained their 

way to drop the average sales 

price by $10,000 over Novem-

ber.  Our sellers are having a 

hard time accepting this market 

and the ups and downs.
